WHEREAS, Sumter County Council adopted Ordinance 97-324 on June 10, 1997; and

WHEREAS, Sumter County Council amended Ordinance 97-324 by Ordinance 99-375 on
August 24, 1999; and

WHEREAS, Sumter County Council desires to regulate and to make unlawful the noise,
created by other means, of a manner or of such volume as to annoy, disturb or infringe upon the
quiet comfort and repose of any person within the premises of any dwelling, hotel, rooming
house or other such resident facility or any hospital, nursing home or similar care facility;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF SUMTER
COUNTY, SOUTH CAROLINA, AT ITS REGULAR MEETING DULY ASSEMBLED AND
BY THE AUTHORITY THEREOL:

That Sumter County hereby adds to the meaning of “Sound Device,” as that term is defined and
used in Ordinances 97-324 and 99-375, to include “any device or machinery of any kind, but

specifically internal combustion engines.”

This Ordinance is done, ratified and adopted September 27, 2005.

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AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. Y7-324 ENTITLED
“AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING NOISE REGULATIONS WITHIN
THE UNINCORPORATED AREAS OF SUMTER COUNTY”

Ordinance No. 97-324, adopted by the County Council of Sumter County, South Carolina
on June 10, 1997, and entitled *“An Ordinance Establishing Noise Regulations Within the
Unincorporated Areas of Sumter County” is hereby amended as follows:

1. Delete existing Sections 1(2) and 1(3) in their entirety.

2 Add new Section 1(2) to read as follows:  For the purposes of this
Ordinance, noise generated by any Sound Device between the hours of 10:00
p-m. and 7:00) a.m. in any area within fifty (50) feet of the property line of
any dwelling, apartment, hotel, rooming house or other such residential
facility, or hospital or nursing home or other similar care facility, and which
noise results in distress, disturbance, discomfort or injury to a complaining
person of ordinary sensibilities, shall be presumed to disturb the quiet,
comfort and repose of persons within or on the premises of any dwelling,
hotel, rooming house or other such residential care facility or any hospital,
nursing home or similar care facility, whether or not the complaining person
is an occupant of such premises or facility.

3 Add new Section 1(3) to read as follows: It shall be unlawful for any person,
firm, corporation, association or other entity, to use play or operate any
Sound Device, at any time, within the unincorporated areas of Sumter
County, or to create, assist in creating, permit, continue or continue to
permit the continuance of any noise generated by any Sound Device, in a
manner or with such volume so as to unreasonably disturb persons of
ordinary sensibilities in the vicinity thereof, or in such a manner as to create
a public nuisance.

4, Delete existing Section 2. - “"Noise Measurement Procedures™ in its entirety.
5. Renumber existing Sections 3 through 7, respectively, as new Sections 2 through
6.

This Ordinance and the amendments set forth herein shall take effect upon adoption.
